I am writing to provide you an update on the captioned matter, particularly as it
relates to your pending request for a conditional use permit to conduct motorcycle and
all-terrain vehicle (ATV) racing and riding on your property.

As you recall, the Board of Supervisors held a public hearing on July 28, 2008 to
consider both the rezoning application and the conditional use permit. After closing the
pubic hearing, the requested change in zoning (approximately 55 acres from A-1,
Agricultural to C-M1, Conditional Limited Industrial), was approved by the Board of
Supervisors by a vote of 4-3. However, the Board deferred action on the required
conditional use permit and referred the matter back to the Planning Commission for
additional review and consideration.

The Planning Commission met on August 14, 2008 presumably to discuss
potential conditions related to the conditional use permit, but after discussing the matter,
on a 5-4 vote, forwarded a recommendation back to the Board of Supervisors that the
conditional use permit be denied, citing inconsistency with the County’s Comprehensive
Plan.

The Board of Supervisors received this recommendation at their meeting on
August 25, 2008 and, by a vote of 6-1, tabled the matter for sixty (60) days, and further
directed county staff to research conditions or regulations imposed by other Virginia
localities on comparable facilities. Accordingly, consideration of the conditional use
permit will appear on the October 27, 2008 Board of Supervisors meeting agenda. This
meeting begins at 8:30 a.m. and this particular matter will be considered along with
unfinished business. With the public hearing already closed on July 28, additional public
comment will not be accepted on October 27.

Subsequent to its meeting on August 25, a complaint was filed by counsel in the
Circuit Court of Southampton County on August 28, 2008 in behalf of Diane Wynne
