— Decals exist for several key reasons:

1. Help enforce Car Tax Collections. The displayed
decal was evidence of payment of the local motor
vehicle license tax and all personal property taxes.

2. Became a Revenue Source for $335,000.00.

Why Change?

« Decals are a cumbersome process.
» No longer needed as a collection tool.
* Unnecessary intrusion in people’s lives.
= Popular growing trend.
= Opportunity to collect additional revenues

from taxpayers who have not complied.

» Improve Government efficiency and
Taxpayer convenience.

History of Annual Vehicle
License (Decal) Process

+ High tech tools have “dated” the decal as an
antiquated tax revenue collection tool.

+ The Treasurer's Office Currently does the following
for collection:
- We “freeze” any transaction at the DMV level.
— We lien wages.
— We can intercept State tax refunds.

— All done without leaving our desks.
