Dear Jay:

At its regular meeting on April 27, 2009 the Board of Supervisors referred the
captioned matter to the Planning Commission for review and recommendation. § 15.2-2306
of the Code of Virginia provides that any locality may adopt an ordinance setting forth its
historic landmarks, delineating historic districts and requiring that applicants developing
property within such districts preserve and accommodate the underlying historic and
archeological resources.

The statute was amended by the 2009 General Assembly (SB 1416) allowing
localities significantly more leverage in protecting archeological resources. In bringing this
matter to the Board’s attention, Supervisor Brown specifically mentioned “The Hand Site” as
a potential candidate for a historical overlay district.

As you know, The Hand Site was a fortified Iroquoian village located along the
Nottoway River, dating to ca. A.D. 1580-1640, where the human remains of approximately
136 Nottoway Indians were recovered during excavation in the mid-1960’s. The recovered
remains are currently housed in the Smithsonian National Museum of Natural History in
Washington, D.C.
