In response to the
lack of access to care and the
resulting poor oral health of
thousands on indigent Vir-
ginians, the Virginia Dental

Health Foundation launched

the Mission of Mercy

(MOM), and began to “make
caring visible.” The Mission

of Mercy projects are con-

ducted in identified, under-
served areas of the state
where there are not enough

. i quately address the oral
health needs of the commu-
nity.
