The new 2009 Low- and Moderate-Income Limits are enclosed. They will also appear on our website by
the end of this week, located at: http://www.dhcd.virginia.gov/forms_and_publications.htm.

As of April 9, 2009, localities will need to use these income limits when conducting income surveys, or
otherwise using income limit information, for purposes of submitting proposals to this office under
Virginia’s Community Development Block Grant Program. Income surveys using 2008 income limits
which have already been conducted prior to April 9, 2009 to determine LMI eligibility for CDBG
proposals will be considered as adequate.
