Sec. 16-2. Connections to water and sewer required.

The owners of all houses, buildings or properties used for human occupancy
(residence, employment, recreation or other purposes), save and except those buildings or
properties specifically prohibited in (1.1), (1.2) and (1.3) hereinbelow, situated within the
county and abutting on any road, street, alley or right-of-way in which there is now
located or may in the future be located a public water line or public sanitary or combined
sewer of the county or Town of Ivor are hereby required at the owners' expense to install
suitable toilet facilities therein and connect such facilities directly with the proper public
water line and/or public sewer in accordance with the provisions of this chapter, within
ninety (90) days after date of official notice to do so, provided such water line or sewer is
made available to the property line by the county or Town of Ivor and the building is
within three hundred (300) feet from the property line.

(1) Structures completed before March 1, 1993, must comply with the
requirements of this section with respect to water and/or sewage within (90) days after
being notified by the administrator that water and/or sewage service is available.

(1.1) No buildings, structures or other properties located within any wetlands
identified or maps prepared for the Regional Sewer/Water System serving the Boykins,
Branchville and Newsoms area of the county by the firm of Dewberry & Davis dated
June 1 and August 14, 1992 including sheets F-1, 1, 20, 23, 24 and 37 shall be permitted
to connect to said system; however, this shall not apply to any buildings or structures
constructed prior to March 1, 1993 which are required to connect in accordance with
section 16-2 and (1) hereinabove.

(1.2) No buildings, structures or other properties located within any floodplain
(zone A of the Federal Insurance Rate Maps, as may be amended) in the areas to be
served by the Regional Sewer and Water System serving the Boykins, Branchville and
Newsoms area of the county shall be permitted to connect to said system; however, this
shall not apply to any buildings or structures constructed prior to March 1, 1993 which
are required to connect in accordance with section 16-2 and (1) hereinabove.

(1.3) Exceptions to mandatory connections.

a. Water non-user. Not withstanding other provisions of this chapter, those
persons owning property which is served by an existing domestic supply of potable water
shall not be required to discontinue the use of same when official notice to connect to
county facilities is provided. Such parties may apply to the administrator for non-user
classification by providing proof of the potability of their independent water sources. All
persons granted a non-user exemption shall be subject to a monthly non-user service
charge equivalent to the prevailing minimum monthly service charge for water customers
and shall be subject to the prevailing water connection fees at such time as connection to
county facilities is deemed advisable.
