This budget decreased from $475,154 last year to $470,948 this year representing a 0.89%
decrease.

LINE 1100 - SALARIES AND WAGES level-funded from FY 2009. Adjustments
for fringe benefits are also included in line(s) 2100, 2210, 2215 and 2400. Please
note that the VRS contribution rate increased from 9.82% to 10.54% in FY 2010.
The Group Life contribution rate decreased from 0.82% to 0.79%.

LINE 2300 - HOSPITAL PLAN an increase of $792 to reflect the increased cost of
health care insurance premiums. A proportionate share of the increase is also
passed on to employees.

LINE 3600 - ADVERTISING funding eliminated - a savings of $200.

LINE 5230 - TELECOMMUNICATIONS an increase of $2,656 (23%) - pays for video
conference link in our Circuit Courtroom, used periodically (roughly 6 times annually)
for Saturday morning video conferences between the County Administrators,
VAOLF (Citizens Group) and our OLF attorney in Washington, DC - savings in his
time and travel expenses pay for this several times over. This had previously been
funded by the Circuit Court, but is one of their proposed budget cutting measures in
FY 2010.

LINE 8105 - COUNTY BUILDINGS REPAIR reduced $5,000 (8.05%), as submitted.

LINE 8201 - EQUIPMENT reduced $3,000 (20%), as submitted.

Other lines were level funded.
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
