A. COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AMENDMENT
TRAVIS KEECH

This public hearing is held pursuant to § 15.2-2204, Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended
to receive public comment on an application filed by Travis Keech, applicant, on behalf
of Jerry and Dorothy Keech, owners, requesting an amendment to the Comprehensive
Plan designation from Single Family Residential to Commercial. The site is
approximately 2.8 acres of a 10.44 acre site. The parcel is located in the Sedley
Community area and is located on the west side of Johnsons Mill Road (Rt. 641)
approximately 300’ south of its intersection with Vicksville Road (Rt. 645) and is further
identified as a portion of Tax Parcel 47-10E. The property is located in the Jerusalem
Magisterial District and Jerusalem Voting District.

The notice of this public hearing was published in the Tidewater News on October 11
and October 18, 2009 and all adjacent property owners were notified in writing by first
class mail as required by law. Following its public hearing on September 10, 2009, the
Southampton County Planning Commission recommended approval of the
comprehensive plan amendment on a 5-1 vote.

After conclusion of this public hearing, the Board of Supervisors will consider the
comments offered this morning and may act upon the application or defer action until
such time as it deems appropriate.

Mr. Jay Randolph, Assistant County Administrator and Secretary to the Planning
Commission will provide introductory remarks after which all interested parties are
invited to come forward and express their views.
