Re: Failure to Collect Required Bacteriological Samples

Dear Mr. Flowers:

This notice is to advise that you may be in violation of §12 VAC 5-590-370 of the Commonwealth of Virginia
Waterworks Regulations for failure to complete required monitoring of the bacteriological quality of water
your waterworks serves to consumers. The Regulations require your system to collect a minimum of five
routine water samples for bacteriological examination in response to a positive routine sample. The five
samples should be collected during the month following the positive sample. Our records show that no routine
samples were analyzed in response to the two positive routine samples collected in July 2009.

Required Actions

Public Notice: Section §12 VAC 5-590-540 of the Waterworks Regulations requires you to notify consumers
that the prescribed monitoring was not completed as follows:

e You must provide notice to consumers within one year of receipt of this letter.

e Your notice to consumers must be posted in conspicuous locations throughout the area served by your
waterworks, or directly delivered to the persons served by your waterworks.

e Posted notices must be posted for a minimum of seven days even if the violation has been resolved.

Draft Notice: Attached is a draft notice for you to provide to consumers. You may use this notice as is, or
modify it to better meet your situation, as long as the information is accurate and the notice contains all of the
required elements and mandated language. If you decide to change the notice, we suggest that you contact this
Office to verify that your proposed changes meet the requirements of the Waterworks Regulations. Please
insert the name, address, and phone number of a waterworks representative in the spaces provided on the draft
