Scope of Services

Current service consists of residential curbside collection in the City of Franklin, and selected
parts of Southampton County. Curbside collection is performed bi-monthly on the first and third
Thursdays and/or Fridays. Franklin uses single stream 95 gallon containers while Southampton
utilizes smaller 20 gallon bins. This request for proposals shall encompass all jurisdictions using
95 gallon, single stream bins for collection. Collection bins shall be supplied by the contractor
and upon completion of initial contract period award, collection bins shall become the property of
each jurisdiction.
