I regret to inform you that Ms. Alice Parker has recently submitted her resignation from the Paul
D. Camp Community College Local Board (see enclosed letter). Alice took this step to comply
with the requirements of the Virginia Community College System Policies concerning conflict of
interest. Alice’s son has been hired by PDCCC to serve as the Director of the Upward Bound
Program. VCCS policy states: “Each community college is prohibited from employing for
remuneration, in any capacity whatsoever, either on a full-time or part-time basis, a member of
the college’s board, or the Board member’s immediate family.” “For purposes of this section,
immediate family shall be defined as any son, daughter, or spouse whether living in the
employee’s household or not.” (VCCS Policy Section 3.3.3)

When Travis Parker was selected through the search process we knew we had a problem. Alice
agreed to step down from the board so Travis could be hired. Alice has been a very faithful
board member. We regret that this step was necessary, but must abide by state policies. The
remainder of Alice’s term will be complete June 30, 2010. Whoever is appointed would be
eligible to serve that period and up to two four-year terms of their own.

We will be grateful for your assistance in working with the Board of Supervisors to identify a
new board member for the PDCCC Local College Board.
